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Supervisor Rosen stated extreme discontent with the maintenance of Racetrack Road citing unacceptable 
weed growth in the turf. 
 
Supervisor Meyn stated extreme discontent at the failure of the Dwarf Firebush to thrive and directed Mr. 
Canorro to communicate the Board’s request for immediate replacement at Raymow’s cost. 
 
Mr. Canorro was directed by the Board to send the Board the existing scope of service and specification. 
 
Contract was not approved, agenda for next meeting with full scope and specification included.

The Board discussed whether or not Mandolin/Windsor residents should have access to park since 
maintenance for park is wholly the burden of Highland Park’s budget. 
 
The Board chose to take no action at this time and to re-agenda this item. 
 
 D. Consideration of Highland Park Light Pole Banner Proposals 
Supervisor Rosen briefed the Board on the proposed design and discussed that the intent of the project is 
to define and advertise Highland Park and to provide a Hyde Park aesthetic to the community.  He 
additionally stated that the banners can be changed seasonally.  Finally, he explained that the final cost 
would be split between the HPNA and the CDD.

Ms. Williams volunteers from the audience to contact Suncoast Signs and negotiation price and banner 
style prior to final contracting for the work.
